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In its recent National Electri-
city Plan (Vol.II - Transmis-
sion), the Central Electricity
Authority (CEA) speaks of a
rather unique project pro-
posal — a 1,150 km under-sea
power cable linking Port
Blair in the Andaman and
Nicobar Islands and Paradip,
Odisha. Phase-I of the pro-
ject is estimated to cost
₹31,000 crore. 

FIRST OF ITS KIND

“It is planned to connect An-
daman & Nicobar Islands
with mainland of the country
through HVDC under-sea
cables. The ±320 kV, 250 MW
high voltage direct current
(VSC based) interconnec-
tion of 1,150 km through un-
der-sea cable (capacity of
cable: 500 MW) will be first of
its kind in the country con-
necting Port Blair, Andaman,

to Paradip, Odisha,” says the
CEA document. The project
will take five years. In Phase-
II, another 250 MW HVDC
terminal would be added at
both ends , and a cable will be
laid between Port Blair and
Nicobar Islands. The project
is an idea that makes one
wonder “whatever for”, be-
cause the demand for electri-
city in the Bay of Bengal is-
lands is less than 100 MW
today. Nor has it ever been
said that the A&N islands
could generate huge volumes

of power that could be
wheeled to the mainland. 

The project therefore has a
strong smell of geopolitics. A
power transmission expert
that businessline spoke to,
who requested not to be
named, mentioned two
points as the basis of the pro-
ject. One, India is building a
large deep draft (20 m) inter-
national container trans-
shipment port at Galathea
Bay, on Great Nicobar Island,
with an investment of $ 5 bil-
lion.  The port is an opportun-

ity for India to keep its influ-
ence over a critical shipping
route.Second, the idea is per-
haps to go further, from
Nicobar Islands to Singa-
pore. 

LINK PROJECT

The Paradip-Andaman link
project was likely conceived
against the backdrop of the
collapse (but since revived)
of the ambitious Sun Cable
project to build a 4,300-km
undersea power transmis-
sion line between Australia
and Singapore for distribu-
tion in the ASEAN countries.
In January 2023, it was repor-
ted that the project “col-
lapsed under its own weight”.
The distance between Great
Nicobar and Singapore is
only around 1,700 km. Can
India step in to supply energy
to ASEAN? (However, just
last week, Reuters reported
that Singapore approved im-
port of solar energy from
Australia via undersea cable.)

Several equity new fund of-
ferings (NFOs) launched
this year have been caught on
the wrong side of the recent
market meltdown.

More than a third, or 50
out of 145 such funds, are
trading below their net asset
values (NAVs), according to
data collated from Value Re-
search. 

Investors purchase units
of a new scheme at the face
value of the units, which is
typically ₹10. 

Motilal Oswal Nifty India
Defence Index Fund, whose
NFO closed in June, has
fallen 19.3 per cent since
launch and its NAV is down
to ₹8.07. ICICI Prudential
Energy Opportunities Fund,
which has assets under man-
agement of over ₹10,400

crore, is down 1.8 per cent
since its launch in July. The
NAV of SBI Innovative Op-
portunities Fund, with an
AUM of ₹8,174 crore, has slid
to ₹9.76. The buoyant mar-
ket environment, strong

product pitches, digital out-
reach by AMCs and the push
by distributors have driven
the new fund o�ers.

“Most of the recent NFOs
have been launched near the
market peak and are experi-

encing the brunt of a broad-
based sello�,” said Nirav
Karkera, Head of Research,
Fisdom. 

October has been a chal-
lenging month for the mar-
ket, with the Nifty shedding
6.3 per cent, and Nifty Mid-
cap 100 and Nifty Smallcap
100 down 7.7 per cent and 6.6
per cent, respectively. 

Investors end up overes-
timating their risk-taking
ability whenever markets
rise sharply, said Vicky Me-
hta, an independent analyst.
Funds weave interesting nar-
ratives around investment
themes during such periods,
which investors end up buy-
ing into. 

WEAK INVESTMENT

“Many of the NFOs may have
had a rather weak invest-
ment proposition and got
launched because markets
were doing well and as a

means to gather assets. For
instance, many of the de-
fence funds got launched
after the story had long been
discovered and stocks had
run up sharply; so valuations
weren’t particularly attract-
ive,” said Mehta.

Mutual funds have
garnered over ₹72,000 crore
by way of equity NFOs this
year, of which 85 per cent is
from sectoral/thematic
schemes, which typically
have more concentrated
portfolios. “Sectoral and
thematic schemes are never
going to be consistent per-
formers like diversified
funds and are like one-trick
ponies that do well only
when the underlying sector
or theme is doing well,” said

Mehta. To be fair, while the
negative NAV shows the new
funds in a bad light, one-,
three- or even six months
may be too short to evaluate
their performance. 

That said, steep correc-
tions in the past have hurt
sectoral/thematic funds in a
big way. The crash of 2008 in
the aftermath of the global
financial crisis, for instance,
particularly hurt the infra-
structure funds. 

While it did not stop the
growth of thematic funds per
se, many investors turned
their backs on infra funds for
good. Mehta believes that
such funds can form a part of
the satellite portfolio, com-
prising not more than 15-20
per cent of total portfolio.

One in three new equity offers see NAVs fall below ₹10  

The Ministry of Heavy In-
dustries (MHI) is in con-
sultation with the Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare
for electric ambulances to be

Sources in the industry
said the government has to
quicken the process of for-
mulating guidelines on
rolling out the e-ambulances
because the scheme is valid
only for two years; develop-
ing the vehicles, then send-
ing them for standardisation
and approval before the roll
out take time.

According to sources,
companies like Force Mo-
tors, Maruti Suzuki India,
Tata Motors and Toyota Kir-
loskar Motor are interested
in manufacturing e-ambu-
lances under the PM E-
DRIVE scheme.“We are in
talks with the OEMs,” said
the o�cial.

PM E-DRIVE: Ministries to hold
talks on subsidy for e-ambulances

The National Stock Ex-
change (NSE) has relaxed
the definition of what consti-
tutes an inactive trading ac-
count.The period for mark-
ing an account as inactive has
been changed from 12 to 24
months. Existing clients who
are inactive as per earlier
guidelines, but active as per
revised guidelines, may be
considered as active for trad-
ing after updating their de-
tails, the exchange said in a
circular on Friday. 

Earlier, only trading in
equity, F&O, commodities
and currencies was con-
sidered for allowing the ac-
count to be considered as
active. The NSE circular now
allows trades in IPO, mutual
funds, sovereign gold bonds,
OFS and buybacks to be con-
sidered as well. Any account,
once marked inactive, can be
activated by the broker only
after doing an in-person veri-
fication either physically or
in digital mode. Brokers also

have to seek updated client
details such as address, mo-
bile, email ID, bank/DP ac-
count and income. 

MORE TRANSPARENCY

“The earlier definition of in-
active clients was a bit too
tight. The increase in time
period and allowing for MF,
buyback, OFS and IPO allot-
ment as valid transactions
for defining an account as
active are changes which will
help a lot of bona fide cus-
tomers immensely,” said
Ashish Nanda, President and
Head Digital Business, Kotak
Securities. 

Nanda added that the

move will help brokers im-
prove their client servicing
standards and reduce load on
their systems. “Mandating
IPV and updated KYC checks
for reactivation ensures only
genuine, engaged traders can
return to the market, tight-
ening security. With less
pressure on clients to trade
just to avoid inactivity, some
accounts may see reduced
activity. 

However, the streamlined
reporting frees brokers to fo-
cus on active traders, ulti-
mately fostering a more
transparent environment,”
said a senior broker.
